• Student taking EdReady™ placement exam must score a 75 or higher on the English test to be exempt from taking 

developmental English classes. 
• Student taking EdReady™ placement exam must score a 62 or higher on the Math test to be exempt from taking 

developmental Math classes. 
• All courses which have a co-requisite lab must be taken together for credit on initial and subsequent attempts. 
• Student must have an ENMU Campus System cumulative grade point average of 2.0 in order to meet graduation 

requirements. 
• Submit a Graduation Application before the close of the semester preceding the expected completion date. 

Program Requirements:
